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PHENOMENOLOGY OF VIOLENCE IN DIGITAL
SPACE AND POLICY RESPONSE?

Abstract: Digital violence is an increasingly pervasive form of abuse, facilitated
through social media, messaging platforms, and online forums. This article explores the
causes and phenomenology of digital violence, highlighting psychological, social, and
structural drivers, as well as its diverse manifestations, from cyberstalking and image-based
abuse to data manipulation and gender-based online harassment. Particular focus is placed
on its disproportionate impact on women and girls, and the reinforcement of structural
inequalities in digital spaces. This article situates digital violence in global, European, and
Serbian context, addressing legal frameworks and policy responses, EU legislation and
national initiatives such as Serbia’s “Cuvam te” platform. The authors call for comprehen-
sive, victim-centred approaches that combines legal reform, digital literacy, institutional
accountability, and cross-sectoral cooperation.
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INTRODUCTION

Digital violence represents a rapidly evolving phenomenon, emerging as a distinct and
deeply troubling form of aggression facilitated by digital technologies. Defined broadly, digital
violence includes acts of psychological, emotional, and at times physical harm perpetrated
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via digital technologies and platforms such as social networks, messaging services, and the
internet (Henry & Powell, 2017, p. 15). Unlike traditional forms of violence, digital violence
is often persistent, anonymous, and transnational in nature, making it more difficult to
detect and redress. It exploits the affordance of technology, such as immediacy, wide reach,
and permanence, intensifying its impact and complexity.

The ubiquitous integration of digital technology into daily life has created new venues
through which harmful behaviours can manifest and proliferate (Ili¢, Bodrozi¢, Milosevic,
2025, pp. 12 and 13). As social interaction increasingly shifts online, so too do patterns
of abuse. The form of violence affects individuals across all demographic categories, but
research indicates that women, girls, and marginalised groups are disproportionately tar-
geted due to existing gender norms and power structures (Citron, 2014, p. 33; EIGE, 2022).

While substantial academic attention has been devoted to peer violence among
adolescents in digital setting, adult experiences and the broader structural dimensions
of digital abuse remain relatively underexplored. Even less attention has been paid to
intersectional dynamics of digital violence, such as how race, gender, disability, and sex-
uality shape vulnerability to and experiences of online harm (Lewis ef al, 2017, p. 1462).
Moreover, legal systems around the world continue to grapple with how to conceptualise
and criminalise digital violence, often lagging behind technological innovation and the
lived realities of victims.

Starting from the premise that preventing digital violence requires a comprehen-
sive, victim-centred approach that combines legal reform, digital literacy, institutional
accountability, and cross-sectoral cooperation, this paper seeks to provide a comprehensive
exploration of its etiology and phenomenology, with a focus on its diverse forms and the
mechanisms through which it operates. Special attention is given to the gendered nature
of digital abuse, the structural inequalities it reflects and reinforces, and the challenges it
poses for regulatory and institutional frameworks. To provide recommendations for the
improving approaches to the prevention of digital violence and, above all, to highlight its
forms and danger, the paper primarily employs content analysis as its dominant method.

The analysis is grounded in global, regional, and national contexts, with an emphasis
on evidence-based findings, legal implications, and policy responses.

CAUSES AND CONTRIBUTING FACTORS

The etiology of digital violence is multifactorial. It is influenced by psychological, social,
and structural dynamics, such as anonymity, disinhibition, lack of regulation, socio-cultural
norms that perpetuate impunity in digital space and the perceived distance between per-
petrator and victim in online space (Barlett & Coyne, 2023, p. 547). It is embedded in both
individual-level and systemic factors. Psychological theories emphasise deindividuation and
online disinhibition as key mechanisms that enable individuals to engage in aggressive or
harmful behaviour online without immediate social repercussions (Suler, 2004, p. 321).
This perceived distance between the perpetrator and victim, both spatially and morally,
reduces empathy and accountability (Barlett et al., 2016, p. 171).

From a sociological perspective, the normalisation of hostility and aggression in online
environments contributes to the perpetuation of digital violence. The anonymity provided
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by digital platforms allows users to act outside of normative behavioural constraints, and
in some cases, actively encourages aggressive behaviour as a form of group belonging or
ideological assertion (Marwick & Lewis, 2017, p. 4). Potential perpetrators are certainly
encouraged by the lack of direct contact, and the victim is unable to resist, which increases
her sense of insecurity, helplessness, and suffering (Kosti¢, 2021, p. 1697).

The phenomenon of ‘online disinhibition’ allows individuals to engage in behaviours
they might avoid in face-to-face contexts, including cruelty, threats, and dehumanisation
(Suler, 2004, p. 321).

Digital violence is not ideologically neutral. It reflects existing offline structures of
domination, especially patriarchal norms that frame women and girls as objects for control
and surveillance. Studies confirm that the digital environment reproduces and amplifies
gender stereotypes and social prejudices (Gillespie, 2018, p. 24). This is particularly evident
in the sexualised targeting of women and girls, often justified through victim-blaming
narratives (Henry & Powell, 2015, p. 104). The online space thus becomes an extension of
existing power imbalances and social inequalities.

Technological design itself contributes to the etiology of digital violence. Algorithms that
reward engagement often prioritise sensationalist or abusive content. Platform moderation
policies are inconsistently enforced, and reporting mechanisms are often inaccessible or
ineffective, especially for women, minorities, and marginalised groups (Franks, 2012, p. 655).

PHENOMENOLOGY: PATTERNS AND
MANIFESTATIONS OF DIGITAL VIOLENCE

Digital violence encompasses a broad spectrum of harmful behaviour committed
through digital means. According to Hinduja and Patchin (2008), digital violence consti-
tutes any behaviour conducted via digital technologies, with the intention and purpose of
directly or indirectly hurting someone. Their conceptualisation includes acts such as verbal
abuse, insults, anonymous or threatening calls, blackmail, and actions that place the victim
in degrading or uncomfortable situations online (Ferrara et al., 2018).

The phenomenon extends beyond isolated acts, as contemporary literature identi-
fies both overt and systemic forms of abuse. Dragiewicz et al., (2018) argue that digital
violence includes cyberstalking, online harassment, image-based abuse (such as revenge
pornography), non-consensual distribution of intimate materials, doxxing, trolling, and
technology-facilitated coercive control. These practices may occur in isolation but are
often part of sustained campaigns rooted in social hierarchies and structural inequalities,
particularly those related to gender (Bailey & Steeves, 2015, p. 21).

Digital violence may be perpetrated by both strangers and individuals known to the
victim. In youth contexts, especially among minors, peer-related digital abuse is common
and often manifests as attempts to damage a person’s reputation, isolate them socially, or
intimidate them into submission. For instance, cyberbullying, defined as the intentional
infliction of harm through electronic means, includes insults, exclusion, impersonation, and
public humiliation (Tokunaga, 2010, p. 277; Kowalski, et al., 2014, p. 1073). This form of
violence impacts both young people and adults, often with severe psychological consequences.
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A very serious form of digital violence involves collecting and manipulating personal
data to portray someone negatively. This may include publishing phone numbers, residen-
tial addresses, or other identifying information to expose the individual to harassment or
threats. The publication of such information, commonly known as doxxing, is increasingly
used to intimidate victims and is particularly harmful due to its potential to incite offline
violence (Mijatovi¢, 2024, p. 148).

Cyberstalking represents another form, characterised by repeated digital surveil-
lance and communication intended to instil fear, humiliation and sense of helplessness in
the victim. It may involve incessant messaging designed to induce psychological distress
(Provincial Institute for Social Protection, 2023, p. 5).

Unauthorised access to digital devices, commonly referred to as hacking, is frequently
employed to steal data or otherwise compromise the digital security of a targeted individual
(Dini¢, 2022, p. 50). Related to this is impersonation, which involves creating fake accounts
or digital profiles under someone else’s identity to deceive or manipulate third parties (Dini¢,
54). A specific subtype of impersonation, catfishing, refers to the creation of an entirely
fictitious identity to deceive individuals into personal or romantic interactions, often for
exploitative or malicious purposes (Krsmanovi¢ et al., 2016, p. 16).

Gender-based digital violence is a particularly pervasive and harmful dimension of
the broader phenomenon. Women and girls are disproportionately targeted, with common
manifestations including threats of sexual violence, the dissemination of non-consensual
intimate images, and prolonged online harassment. According to the European Institute
for Gender Equality (2022), one in ten women in the EU has experienced some form of
cyber harassment since the age of 15. The so-called “revenge porn’, the non-consensual
sharing of explicit images or videos, aims to humiliate, extort, or otherwise harm the victim
(McGlynn, Rackley, Houghton, 2017, p. 25). The mere threat of sharing such material can
exert coercive power over individuals, deepening their psychological trauma.

Additional challenge remains the victim-blaming as a pervasive barrier to justice
in cases of image-based sexual abuse. A large-scale study found that men, heterosexual
individuals, and those with prior experience in either perpetrating or being exposed to
image-based abuse were significantly more likely to blame victims and minimise the harm
caused (Flynn et al,, 2022, p. 10). The aforementioned research further revealed that these
attitudes are embedded in broader cultural norms, including sexual double standards and
entrenched views about female responsibility in case of sexual exposure. Such attitudes not
only deepen trauma but also deter victims, particularly women, from reporting abuse or
seeking support, reinforcing a cycle of silence and impunity.

Other forms of harassment include persistent negative commentary on a victim’s
online presence, such as posts, photographs, or videos. Additionally, a particularly alarming
and criminal variant of digital violence is the false reporting of emergencies (e.g. fires or
bombs), designed to provoke public panic and distress.

Digital violence, therefore, is not a monolithic concept but a constellation of behaviours
facilitated by the anonymity, speed, and reach of digital technologies. While victims may
include individuals of all genders and ages, women and girls remain especially vulnerable
due to the intersection of digital abuse with longstanding gender inequalities. Understanding
these patterns and typologies is essential for developing effective legal, institutional, and
educational responses to this growing threat.
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GLOBAL AND EUROPEAN CONTEXT

The growing digitalisation of social interactions, public discourse, and personal com-
munication has brought with it an alarming rise in digital violence, which the United Nations
has recognised as a growing threat to human rights. Digital violence disproportionately
affects women, children, and marginalised groups, amplifying existing inequalities and
social vulnerabilities. According to the 2021 UN Women report, the pandemic significantly
exacerbated the prevalence of online abuse, as more people shifted to digital platforms for
work, education, and social interaction. The report highlights that online violence limits
women’s freedom of expression, discourages political and civic participation, and erodes
their trust in digital space. In extreme cases, it leads to self-censorship, withdrawal from
public engagement, and mental health deterioration (UN Women, 2021, p. 6).

Globally, international human rights mechanisms have begun responding to this
evolving threat. The UN Special Rapporteur on Violence Against Women and Girls has called
for urgent action by states to criminalise digital forms of gender-based violence and develop
coordinated prevention and redress mechanisms. Similarly, General Recommendation No.
35 of CEDAW (2017) emphasises that gender-based violence occurring online is no less
serious that offline violence and demands comparable legal responses.

In European context, the recognition and regulation of digital violence has accelerated
in recent years. The European Union’s legal framework has evolved from a fragmented
approach toward a more comprehensive response. The milestone in this shift is the 2024
Directive on combating violence against women and domestic violence, adopted in April
2024. For the first time, this Directive obliges EU Member States to criminalise various forms
of online violence, including cyberstalking, image-based abuse (non-consensual sharing
of intimate images), and cyber harassment and incitement to violence or hatred online.

This Directive aims to harmonise the definitions and sanctions related to digital vi-
olence across Member States, filling existing gaps in protection and ensuring victims have
access to effective remedies (Mati¢ Boskovi¢ & Russo, 2024). The EU has also emphasised
digital literacy and preventive education through instruments such as the Digital Education
Action Plan 2021-2027, which includes specific goals related to safe and inclusive digital
environments.

Furthermore, the Council of Europe has provided significant normative guidance
through instruments such as the Istanbul Convention, which although drafted before the
explosion of digital violence, remains highly relevant. Article 17 of the Convention obliges
states to promote and develop education materials to combat stereotypes and all forms of
violence, including those facilitated by technology (The Council of Europe Convention on
prevention and combating violence against women and domestic violence). The GREVIO
evaluation reports have increasingly emphasised the need for member states to recognise
and address digital forms of abuse, particularly as they intersect with stalking and psycho-
logical violence.

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In Serbia, the phenomenon of digital violence has gained visibility, but not much
research has been done. The criminal legislation includes provisions on stalking (Article
138a of the Criminal Code), unauthorised use of personal data (Article 146), and dissem-
ination of pornographic material (Article 185), but these are often insufficient to capture
the full range of harm caused by digital violence.”

Empirical research on digital violence in Serbia is still relatively limited, yet several
projects over the past decade have shed important light on its prevalence and dynamics.
The first comprehensive project, Stop Digital Violence, implemented in 2012 as part of the
broader initiative Schools without Violence, showed that 66 percent of high school students
reported having experienced digital violence at least once (Dini¢, 2022, p. 83). In 2016 re-
search Global Kids Online, social networks were identified as the most frequent arena for
digital violence. Further evidence was generated during the COVID-19 pandemic, when
the project Socio-psychological Factors of Risky Use of Social Networks among Adolescents
in Vojvodina was carried out from September to December 2020. The survey showed that
about 82 percent of adolescents reported experiencing at least one form of digital violence
in the previous year. The authors concluded that both perpetration and victimization rates
appear somewhat higher in Serbia compared to other countries using the same instrument
(Dini¢ et al.,, 2021).

Finally, more recent research has brought attention to gender specific patterns of digital
abuse. The 2022 study conducted by NGO ATINA, entitled “In front of screens”, has shed
critical light on the national context. Conducted among 594 high school girls aged 18 and
19 from Belgrade, Nis and Subotica, it revealed that over 53 percent experienced digital
violence (Radoici¢ Nedeljkovi¢, Glisi¢, 2022, p. 9, 15). A staggering 78 percent felt less safe
online than their male peers. Common forms included verbal abuse, insults, and sexual
harassment, with significant psychological consequences such as anxiety, fear, depression
and suicidal thoughts (Radoi¢i¢ Nedeljkovi¢, Glisi¢, p. 9, p. 12).

In response to these growing concerns, Serbia has launched initiatives aimed at
strengthening institutional protection mechanisms, especially for children. One such ini-
tiative is the “Cuvam te” platform, developed by the Ministry of Education in cooperation
with other public bodies, which enables children to safely and anonymously report various
forms of violence, including those occurring in the digital environment.® By offering a direct,
confidential channel of communication between students, schools, and competent institu-
tions, this platform represents an important step toward timely detection, prevention and
redress of digital violence, while fostering a more responsive and protective environment
within the education system.

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IMPACTS AND CONSEQUENCES

Digital violence produces far-reaching and multifaceted consequences for individuals,
families, and society at large. Beyond the immediate psychological impact on victims, such
as anxiety, fear, depression, and post-traumatic stress symptoms, there are lasting effects on
trust, social functioning, and personal development. Victims often experience a profound
sense of vulnerability and exposure due to the permanent, replicable, and borderless nature
of digital harm (Citron, 2014, p. 35). Among youth, it correlates with reduced academic
performance and suicidal ideation (Hinduja & Patchin, 2019, p. 2). For adolescents, this
form of violence disrupts healthy identity formation, undermines peer relationships, and
can lead to academic withdrawal or school refusal (Livingstone et al., 2016, p. 115).

The consequences are not only emotional but also economic. Victims may face repu-
tational damage that affects their employability and social standing. In professional settings,
particularly for women, digital abuse may force individuals to retreat from online platforms
critical for networking, political engagement, or business visibility, thus reinforcing gender
inequality in the digital public sphere (UN Women, 2021).

Socially, digital violence exacerbates pre-existing forms of exclusion. Marginalised
groups, including ethnic minorities, LGBTQI+ individuals, and persons with disabilities,
face higher rates of technology-facilitated abuse, which intersects with other forms of
structural discrimination (Lewis et al., 2017, p. 1462). These dynamics contribute to a
climate of silencing and disempowerment, in which survivors often internalise blame and
are deterred from seeking help.

At the legal level, digital violence exposes gaps in traditional criminal justice responses.
The transnational, pseudonymous, and rapidly evolving nature of digital abuse challenges
law enforcement agencies and judicial authorities. Victims often encounter institutional
indifference, complex reporting processes, and lack of prosecutorial follow-up, which
deepens the trauma and fosters distrust in justice systems. The difficulty in prosecuting
acts such as foxing, coercive control, or non-consensual image dissemination underscores
the need for modernised legal frameworks that are sensitive to the lived realities of digital
abuse (Franks, 2012, p. 655; Gillespie, 2018, p. 55).

Furthermore, digital violence erodes civic space by deterring individuals, especially
women and activists, from participating in public debates. Research from the European
Parliament in 2024 highlights how online harassment and threats of violence dispropor-
tionately target female politicians, journalists, and human rights defenders, thereby chilling
democratic participation and public discourse (Zamfir, 2024). The psychological burden
and safety concerns force many women to engage in self-censorship or withdraw entirely
from online platforms.

In Serbia, the underreporting of digital violence is symptomatic of broader social
stigma and institutional inefficacy. The ATINA study underscores this dynamic, despite
the severe consequences reported by victims, only 10 percent of girls would formally report
incidents (Radoici¢ Nedeljkovi¢, Glisi¢, 2022, p. 10). This reluctance is often driven by fear
of being disbelieved, victim-blamed, or retraumatised in the complaint process. The lack
of clear institutional procedures, coupled with low awareness of legal protections, further
diminishes the willingness to seek redress.
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Moreover, the psychological impact is compounded by the absence of comprehensive
victim support service tailored to digital abuse. Unlike traditional forms of violence, digital
violence can be continuous, with new harms emerging from the reuse or rediscovery of
content (Rackley et al, 2021, p. 298). As a result, the trauma is frequently prolonged and
re-triggered by repeated exposure. Victims may live in constant fear of content resurfacing,
which hinders healing and social reintegration (Powell & Henry, 2017, p. 49).

Given the above, a multidimensional policy response is required, one that includes
victim-centred legal reforms, robust digital literacy education, accessible mental health sup-
port, and accountability mechanisms for platform providers. Without such a comprehensive
approach, the long-term social, emotional, and institutional impacts of digital violence will
continue to deepen, particularly among the most vulnerable members of society.

CONCLUSIONS

Digital violence constitutes a complex, multifaceted and rapidly evolving threat
situated at the crossroad of technological advancement, structural inequality, and legal
ambiguity. Its etiology lies in a convergence of psychological, sociocultural, and systemic
factors that allow violence to proliferate in virtual space with unprecedented speed, reach
and permanence. Its phenomenology encompasses a wide spectrum of behaviours, from
cyberstalking and impersonation to image-based abuse and coordinated harassment, dis-
proportionately targeting women, girls and marginalised communities.

The article underscores that digital violence is not merely an extension of offline
aggression, rather, it is a distinct form of harm shaped by the affordance and design of
digital technologies. It reinforces and magnifies pre-existing social hierarchies, particularly
gendered power relations, and reflects broader patterns of discrimination and exclusion.
Victims suffer significant psychological, social, and economic consequences, often in
environments where legal protections and institutional support remain inadequate, frag-
mented, or inaccessible.

Globally and regionally, normative progress has been made, such as the EU 2024
Directive on combating violence against women and domestic violence, and the guidance
provided by UN mechanisms and the Council of Europe. Yet, implementation remains
uneven, and legal systems are still catching up with the technological and social realities of
digital abuse. National examples such as Serbia illustrate both the urgent need for reform
and the potential of targeted interventions, such as the “Cuvam te” platform, to provide
early protection and support for young victims.

A holistic and sustainable response to digital violence requires an integrated strategy
encompassing legal, institutional, technological, and educational reforms. Legal frameworks
must be modernised to explicitly recognise digital forms of violence and provide timely,
victim-sensitive redress. Law enforcement and judicial authorities require specialised
training, and cross-border cooperation must be strengthened to address the transnational
character of digital abuse (Milivojevi¢, 2024, p. 5). Tech companies must be held accountable
for detecting and mitigating harm on their platforms, with obligations for transparency,
prompt response, and protection of vulnerable users.
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Preventive efforts are equally critical. Public education campaigns and gender-sensi-
tive digital literacy programs can challenge harmful norms and equip individuals with the
skills to navigate and report digital risks. Victim support systems, including psychological
counselling, legal aid, and trauma-informed reporting protocols, must be widely available
and tailored to the specific dynamics of digital abuse.

As digital spaces continue to shape human interaction, identity, and democratic
participation, combating digital violence must be recognised as an essential component
of human rights protection and social justice. It demands a collective commitment, from
states, international organisations, civil society, and the private sector, to safeguard the
dignity and safety of all individuals in the digital age.
