THE ROLE OF SOCIOECONOMIC FACTORS AND THE LEGAL
SYSTEM IN THE CONTEXT OF VULNERABLE GROUPS
WITHIN THE PRISON ENVIRONMENT

This paper aims to systematically examine and analyze the role of socioec-
onomic factors and the legal system in the treatment and rehabilitation process of
inmates belonging to vulnerable social groups. The analysis does not cover all
vulnerable categories of inmates but is limited to the population of inmates from
impoverished families, elderly inmates, and individuals with mental disorders. The
authors of the paper seek to demonstrate the extent to which the existing legal
framework and institutional practices enable these categories of inmates to access
individualized treatment and support in the process of resocialization. Special em-
phasis in the paper is placed on the obstacles stemming from poverty—both before
conviction and during and after serving a prison sentence—as well as on the need
for an integrated, legally and socially sensitive rehabilitation policy for marginal-
ized categories of inmates, which would contribute to the implementation of
treatment tailored to the individual and specific needs of each person. One of the
aims of this paper is to highlight the need for a systemic and coordinated approach
in working with these categories, which involves the active engagement of all rel-
evant sectors and institutions. Such an approach must include not only prison and
judicial authorities but also the education, social welfare, and healthcare systems,
as well as the civil sector, in order to ensure continuity of support before, during,
and after the prison sentence. Finally, the authors emphasize the importance of
developing interdisciplinary programs and individualized treatment plans that rec-
ognize the specific needs of vulnerable groups while ensuring adequate conditions
for access to education and vocational training, the development of life skills, and
access to psychosocial and legal support, both during the execution of the prison
sentence and after release.
